Tempo

Be a Conductor

Dynamics

Dynamics describe the volume of music; loud or quiet, although in music,
we say ‘soft’ instead of ‘quiet’.

The dynamics of ‘Spring’
change through the piece.
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Listen to the music again. When
o the music gets loud, put your
hand high in the air. When the
music gets softer, put your hand
lower to show the change. y
